

You will need to complete one task from Before You Read, During Your Read, After You Read along with answering each question in Final Reflections.  Be sure to date your journal entry!  Use many details from the story when choosing a task.  Your journal entry should be at least 10 sentences.
Before You Read:
• What do you already know about the topic of the story? What background knowledge do you already have? 

• Based on the title, cover, and illustrations, what do you predict will happen in the story? Why do you think that? 

During Your Read:
• How would you have felt if you were the character? 

• Do the events in the story relate to you or your family? How? 

• Choose a part to stop on and make a prediction. What do you predict will happen next? Why do you think that? 

After You Read:
• If you could ask the author a question, what would you ask? 
• What do you think the author is trying to teach you in this story? (Moral of the story) 
• Did you enjoy reading this story? Why or why not?

Final Reflections:
Do you have books at your house, if so, what types of books?  How often did you read with your family before this project?  
Who did you read this book to OR who read this book to you?  Do you think this process helped to build a better relationship with that person, if so, why?  Would you enjoy reading more books like this to others, if so, why?  
Thinking about STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics), how did this book relate to one or more of these topics?  Defend your answer with specific details.
